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MORGAN HERITAGE

Morgan Heritage was first composed by 8 of the 29 children of Denroy Morgan, the legendary reggae singer of the 1980s’. Discovered by MCA in 1992 when performing the Reggae Sunsplash in Montego Bay (Jamaica), Peetah, Gramps, Una, Lukes, Mojo, David, Jeff and Ray had the dream of breaking the Jamaican reggae scene...

After their first album "Miracle" released in 1994, they decided to stay a while in Jamaica to draw deeper roots reggae inspiration. There, the band Morgan Heritage took its final shape with five brothers and sisters: Una, Gramps and Peter on vocals, Luke on guitar and Mr Mojo on percussions.  Since then, their music became more spiritual, meanwhile they have been influenced by hip-hop and RnB music that have rocked their childhood spent in the United States.
In collaboration with Bobby Digital (the famous Jamaican producer who used to work with legendary artists as Shabba Ranks, Sizzla etc.), they released 2 albums on VP Records: "Protect Us Jah" (1997) and "Do not Haffi Dread" (1999). Both are mixes of Roots Conscious and Lover's Rock. If "Protect Us Jah" was considered as one of the best album of the year, "Do not Haffi Dread" let them become the leaders of wider-influenced reggae music, causing a scandal with the lyrics (“it is not enough to have dreads to be a Rasta”).

Working with most of the best Jamaican music producers such as Philip "Fattis" Burrell, Donovan Germaine, Tony Rebel, or the legendary saxophonist Dean Fraser, they released as well "One Calling" (1998) produced by King Jammy's and "Morgan Heritage and Friends" (1999) with guests coming from the new generation of Jamaican artists such as Military Man and Jah Mali. 

With the album "More Teachings" (2001), they reached international consecration, and became the benchmark of modern reggae. Ever since, they have been touring all over the world and the Morgan family have managed their career at 360° (production, artistic, business and management) producing their own albums "Know Your Past" (2002), "Three In One" (2003) and "Full Circle" (2005) as well as those of their younger siblings: "LMS" (Laza, Miriam and Shy-Poo).

The band tended to diversify its music towards a crossover reggae being tinged with hip-hop and RnB or even rock. After the release of 'Mission in Progress' (2008) and their hits "Brooklyn and Jamaica," "Nothing To Smile About" or "Headline", the members of the band decided to focus on their respective careers.
Along with the release of their new album "Another Rockaz Moment", they will be back together, touring Europe next summer !
