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BERES HAMMOND

Hugh Beresford Hammond, expert on romantic ballads, can also produced Dancehall and Roots Reggae. As an open-minded artist, he likes to merge his music to Hip-Hop and RnB, even if his roots are Rocksteady, Rhythm & Blues, Soul and Jazz, drawing his influences from Otis Redding, Sam Cooke, Marvin Gaye or Alton Ellis.

Born in 1953, Beres is considered as the ultimate Reggae Lover singer. He started participating in radio-crochet and became the lead singer of Zap Pow in 1975. His first album "Reggae Soul" was released in 1976 on the Aquarius label and it was his first success.
He released right after the single "One Step Ahead", which remained at the top of the charts for fourteen weeks. He released several singles while remaining the lead singer of Zap Pow until 1979, when he decided to concentrate on his solo career.
Five years after his first album, Joe Gibbs produced the following one "Just A Man" and Willie Lindo the third album one year later. After creating his own group Tuesday's Children, he founded his own record label, Harmony House in 1985, on which were released several singles and the greatest success "What One Dance Can Do", in collaboration with Willie Lindo. In 1987 he left Jamaica to New York for three years.
The most decisive meeting of his career was unquestionably Donovan Germain, director of the Penthouse Label, who produced the single "Tempted To Touch", the biggest success of Beres’ career which was released when he went back to Jamaica. This single was highly ranked in Jamaica, as well as in the USA and the UK.

Beres has emerged as the ultimate crooner, specialized in love songs. Some of the greatest Jamaican producers and labels were seduced by his voice. From Fatis Burrell, Xterminator’s director, to Steely & Clevie, he released several albums on the greatest reggae labels like VP Records, Heartbeat, Greensleeves, Star Trail and still on his own label Harmony House.

In the 1990s and the 2000s, he recorded memorable duets with Buju Banton as "Pull It Up," "Who Say Big Man Nuh Cry," "A Little More Time", or more recently "I'm Gonna Do My Best”. His latest album "A Moment In Time" (2008) delivers more Nu-Roots music with love songs and intimate singing.

After twenty albums and years of absence, do not miss the return of the great Beres Hammond !
